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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Military Access to Re-
productive Care and IHealth for Military Women Act” or
the “MARCH for Military Women Act”.

SEC. 2. USE OF DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE FUNDS FOR
ABORTIONS IN CASES OF RAPE AND INCEST.

Section 1093(a) of title 10, United States Code, is
amended by inserting before the period at the end the fol-
lowing: “or in a case in which the pregnancy is the result
of an act of rape or incest”.

SEC. 3. RESTORATION OF PREVIOUS POLICY REGARDING
RESTRICTIONS ON USE OF DEPARTMENT OF
DEFENSE MEDICAL FACILITIES.

Section 1093 of title 10, United States Code, as

amended by section 2, is further amended—
(1) by striking subsection (b); and
